Installation Brief:

Your installation will be situated within the busy context of a festival arena of 8 – 10,000 attendees.  Your art must be planned with this environment in mind and complement the experience of the festivalgoer. 

For this reason you need to consider carefully how the piece will have an impact in this challenging festival context – its colour, its size, its location, its illumination and its capacity to engage with the audience. Durability and height are also important factors to consider. You need to encourage the audience to explore, interact and become part of the work – pieces that also serve a useful function (such as providing lighting, weather protection or seating) are favorably encouraged. 

GUIDELINES

Please read the following information before completing the application for art installations at Kendal Calling 2010. The closing deadline for submission is May 10th 2010. 

Responsibility

· Everyone installing art at Kendal Calling must take responsibility for all aspects of its creation.

· From filling out the installation form, developing a dialogue with us, arrival at the event, protecting your art and cleanup accountability: every aspect of creating art must be taken seriously.

· The Decor Team will help solve any concerns or issues that may arise.

Communication

· After you fill out the art installation questionnaire, I, Cordi will be contacting you to confirm your placement at this year’s Kendal Calling. We need as much information as you can give us in order to assess your application.

Cleanup Accountability

· You arrive on a clean beautiful deer park – please leave it that way.

· Everything you bring and install must be removed. You will need to liaise with us regarding removal, disposal or storage. 

Installation Funding

· Although we offer grants for the realization of the instillations, we still encourage you to consider the budget and keep costs down. We look to cover the cost of materials, hires and transportation.
· If you can contribute to the funding of your piece or use recycled/reclaimed materials where possible this will help in realizing the work’s full potential.
